PROPOSED 22 LONG RIFLE MATCH

A group of Tri-City Gun Club members is trying to start a 22 Long
Rifle Match. The dates and times for this proposed match are still
under review. A match will be shot consisting of four animal
silhouettes. A total of sixty (60) rounds will be shot for the score.
A site-in target can be used as time allows. The shooter will have
30 seconds of loading preparation time. There will be a total time
of 12 minutes for 15 shots.

CTarBeis i be set up as follows:

Chickens — Range is 50 yards — standing - if the shooter cannot
safely hold the rifle while standing, they will be
allowed to shoot prone with cross sticks.

Pigs — Range is 100 yards — prone and using cross sticks.

Turkeys — Range is 150 yards — prone and using cross sticks.

Rams — Range is 200 yards — prone and using cross sticks.

There will be two types of shooters:
Hunter’'s Class: The rifles used will be Ruger 10/22, or Bolt Guns,
Remingtons, Winchesters, lever action guns,
Semi Autos, some Single Shots (Stevens Crack
Shots, Chipmonks and others).
Traditional Class: The rifles used will be single shots. These are
guns with hammers that were used before the
1890’s (or replicas of these guns of the same
period). They can be large caliber with a 22
liner.
There will be classes of iron sites and scope sites in both types of
the shoot. More information to come at a later date.
