to prevent ricochets at the base, and a method to retrieve the lead
from the berms for re-use was figured out. The small water
filtration house attached to the back of the bathroom is now ready
to be insulated, dry walled, and painted. This is a very small
space, and insulating and dry walling will not take long, and
doesn’t have to be as “pretty” as the inside of a house, for
instance.
